The Art From Across Former Yugoslavia
(From the deposit of the International Fine Art Colony of Strumica)

The project named as the original title, but without the addition of “former” to its name, is inspired from the exhibition which was organized in the

80-ies in Paris by the art-critique Miodrag B.Protik, at which numerous Yugoslavian authors were presented, but of course with republican selectors
representing the time before the year 1950 and beyond.
After the liberation of Yugoslavia, the Fine Art Academies in Belgrade, Zagreb and Ljubljana continued their work and continued to produce Art cadre; a little
later the Fine Art Academy of Bosnia and Herzegovina was formed; afterwards the one in Vojvodina (then an autonomous province) and the one in
Montenegro; later on in Pristine, as a second autonomous province and in the end the Macedonian Pedagogical Academy afterwards renamed as the Faculty
for Fine Art. This entire cadre was part of the International Fine Art Colony of Strumica.

The oldest works, dating from 1961 and form a period of creation of the well-known “Strumica Art Collection”, played a significant role in the
establishing of the International Fine Art Colony of Strumica in 1954, as a colony of the Authors of the Naive which lasts until 1966/67; later it rises its rank to
Yugoslavian, and from 1969 it becomes a Colony of International character.

If the work of Olja Ivanicki “Rock and a Red Sky" is an emotion in the spirit of the abstract, than the work of the Slovenian Joze Tisnikar is in the
spirit of deformed faces, horrible and dreadful. And the work of Bogoljub Ivkovik is made in the poetic manner of the metaphysical painting. In this period
different groups are formed, groups which directly affected each other. So, it is not strange that these groups operated in the republics. But, at some authors
these groups did not have any effect. There is a catalogue made with mimeograph, in which we have mutual correspondence between Hrvoje Sercer, Glogor
Chemerski and Todor Stefanovik. Halil Tikvesa in his work “Longing for Neretva", through the spirit of nostalgia, gives us in a unique way his nostalgia. Radule
Angelkovik follows the spirit of the expressionism and creates his works in his recognizable style, a style similar to the one of the likes of Mirjana Vukimirovik,
Todor Stefanovik, Dragan Lubarda, Stojkovik Stole, Stojan Pachov, Tatar Vojo, Gligor Chemerski etc.

But, the works of Zdravko Papich are pretty peculiar, he is an author who follows the day from dawn till dusk and with a clear division of the canvas
builds his work in the spirit of the pop-art; or the work of Bojan Bem “Basin”, a work which is interpreted from a bird perspective, realized with pastel on paper;
or the work of Vojko Pogachar, seen as a sort of restrained expressionism. The abstract expressionism is represented in the works of Petar Mazev, Eva Heimer,
Milorad Gokik, but not in the works of Slobodan Perisik, who works in the sphere of the fantastic; or the work “Macedonian low table” from Mladen Srbinovik,
where the beautiful fruits of the nature can be seen. All these artistic views are gathered in Munich and Paris, because the professors spent some time there,
but the main vehicle of the Fine Art in former Yugoslavia were the "Annual scholarships of Mosha Pijade”, who was a painter and public figure, scholarships
that were annually given for specialization of the artists in Paris. Another work, which must not be overlooked, is Desa Kerechki's "Dojrana”, the work in its
background offers a mosaic view of a realistic thought; the work of Milena Jeftik “I will eat you" offers pop-art elements. All the rest is made in the spirit of the
academic expressionism and its variations, but the work of Husred Hrvanovik “Set, set oh bright sun” is inspired form the famous folk song and the warm
ambient of Strumica.

And for the end, | would like to mention the work of the doyen Milorad Bata Mihailovik “Event”, a work inspired by the everyday occurrences at the
Colony and realized through an emotional abstract expressionism.
