REFUGEE CHILDREN ARTISTS FROM
THE AEGEAN PART OF MACEDONIA

The Museum of Contemporary Art and ihe
Skopje Art Gallery have been entrusted with the
crganization of one of the events in ,The Meetings
of Refugee Children from the Aegean Part of
Macedonia“, namely the presentation of their works
of art. In spite of our efforts, wishes and hopes that
we would meet with a greater response from abroad,
only a few artists have confirmed their participation.
We believe that the others were prevented from
coming because of the great distances involved and
the pace of their lives, which does not mean they
would not have liked to join us with all their hearts.
It remains to us to greet the participants and to wish
the other artists who are not present here success
in their work.

This exhibition entitled ,Refugee Children
Artists from the Aegean Part of Macedonia®,
includes about 30 artists of different stylistic
expression and sensibility. It is only logical that such
an event aiming to gather, associate and unite
artists who are linked historically could not have
any definite stylistic concepts. Hence we can only
say a few general words about their artistic
commitments.

As far as their creative work is concerned,
regardless of contemporary movements and
achievements in Macedonia and abroad, it is as much
@ creative act as an ethical one. There are several
elementary aspects which, with their significance
alone, can provide a general picture or a more
complex view of the complete personality of an
artist. First of all, there is the attitude of artists
towards art as an activity, their (highly important)
attitude to tradition and their native land, as well as
to historical parameters, their understanding and
interpretation of the world and their own place in it.
Developing simultaneously their art and their
personalities, they come to a point in life and
creativity when these components converge and
become one and the same. Thus, the elements of the
very personality of the artists reveal themselves
through the substances of style, pointing to the
characteristics of the visual and emotional diagram
of the artist. Beginning their artistic formation
inextricably linked to one of the most dramatic
epochs of our history, this generation of artists irom
the Aegean part of Macedonia had to overcome ihe
interrupted course of their lives and also to get over,
in relation to their own time, all the ailments of
»artistic maladjustment®, typical of all genereations
and all nations. In view of the historical cvents
which connect them, it is logical that this generation
should strive for links with tradition, but also on n
broader scale, with those trends in the visual arts
which belonged to the system of ,confirmed values®,
that is the trends on the world art scene.

While some of them consider tradition as an
inspiration from our cultural and ethnical environment,
others show certain links with and inspiration from
the artistic accomplishments od the world .— with
trends that were modern at the time in which they
worked. Some of them have become linked with the

great names of European modern art. The majority
of artists comsider tradition from its ethical and
philosophical standpoints. This factor (tradition)
could explain a large number of elements connected
with their lives and work and contribute to providing
an answer as to the nature of their art and why it
has developed as it has. It could also contribute io
forming an integral picture of their creative work.
Tradition, however, does not have to mean
anachronism or lack of soul and creativity in the
person who relies on it. It is the basic factor and
instigation for reaching the deepest layers of artistic
existence, it is the essential means of coordination
for the dialogue between the artist and the world,
between personal feeling and interpretation of the
world and proposed forms of expressing cxistential
questions on different levels. This dialogue creates

a unique relation to art based on the elements of
internal necessity“. The understanding and following
of tradition (which is not present with the same
intensity in all the works exhibited) also varies in
relation to its ,conformity® with the understanding
of the meaning of art itself, of the horizons which it
comprises and the ground which it inhabits. While
with some of them (regardless of which art discipline
is involved) the sense of tradition means building
personal attitude to art with others it appears as a
correspondence with the historical situation of the
time vhich has left an indelible and unforgettable
mark in the artist’s life.

There is mo manifesto or rationalist construction
of the relation towards the world and art, but n
personral, internal need to express the soul. To
support this understanding of and attitude to art,
one often hears Baudelaire’s thought quoted that the
modern element in art comprises only half of it,
while the other half is created by the universal
and that which can be understood or realized
outside the comtinuity of human creative potential.

,While ‘the nominal spirit of the age’ inspired
today by an institutionalized avant-garde rejects
tradition, those who have a comprehensive
understanding of their own time do not deny it,
since in the works in which it is founded they do
not only perceive the style, but also the meaning,
not only the plastic phenomenon, but also its sense“.
(Z. Pavlovié)

Although some of the artists of the works
exhibited show wvarious stylistic approaches which
are otherwise not typical of their creative work, the
approach is mevertheless conditioned by the particular
subject which is the occasion for this exhibition.
Apart from them, a small number of the participants
preserve their own specific artistic styles.

This small panorama of works of refugee children
artists from the Aegean part of Macedonia necessarily
has variations in quality and style, moving within
the framework of what was relevant on the artistic
scene in the environment in which they were created,
and even outside it. Going into the characteristic
features of the works is not the aim of this

A largo number of artists with their different
artistic expressions and attitudes, with the various
activities of their spiritual, intellectual and artistic
potential, are nevertheless turned towards tradition
(which is sometimes very difficult to discover),
understood and experienced in different ways, as a
promise for a new beginning and meaning for
their future steps.
