The reason to establish The Museum of Contemporary Art in Skopje and its international collection of works of art in
1964 in the given geopolitical context was the need of transferring the outstanding European artistic values to this part of the
world. The immediate cause to establish the Museum was the disastrous earthquake of 1963 that devastated the city. As a
result of the international solidarity with the ruined city, the Fine Artist Association of Croatia organized an exhibition of the art
works donated to the Museum in the same year, initiating an international donors’ action which enabled the Museum to create
its collection. In this action that has started in Zagreb, apart from the fine artists a large number of Croatian scholars, cultural
workers, members of the Croatian Academy of Arts and Sciences, collectors of works of art and journalists took part. The result
of this humane act was the creation of an extraordinary collection containing of 216 works of art by 143 Croatian artists. Today,
the Museum of Contemporary Art possesses one of the most significant collections in this region, made of 3000 works by the
authors from 63 countries, which enables the Museum to complete its noble mission.

The representative selection for this exhibition is with the aim to emphasize once again the value of this collection
and to express a deep and sincere gratitude for the Republic of Croatia hoping that the cultural exchange and cooperation will

continue to a larger and deeper extent in the future too.

ON THE CROATIAN COLLECTION AT THE MUSEUM OF CONTEMPORARY ART - SKOPJE

“...Skopje has been devastated, and many monuments of art too. Deeply sympathizing with Skopje and our Macedonian
brothers, we offer this exhibition as a modest present for the suffering city and the new gallery...” (Fine Artists’ Association of
Croatia)

This is an excerpt from the catalogue for the first exhibition in Zagreb of the presented works of art to Skopje in 1963, which
have arrived among the first ones for the Museum collection.

This action, started in Zagreb, encompassed not only fine artists, but many scholars, members of the Academy of Arts and
Sciences, journalists, collectors...

As a result of this human and noble gesture, an extraordinary collection of 216 works of art by 143 Croatian artists has been
created, whose value is a distinguished contribution not only to the ex-Yugoslav artistic milieu but it has a larger scope.
Starting with the works of Croatian artists, the creation of the collection of the Museum of Contemporary Art has been
initiated, and this collection today includes 3000 works of art by the authors from 63 countries providing this institution to be a
significant meeting point of the artistic life in the region.

Considered from a distant period of time, the selected presentation of the Croatian authors offers outstanding artistic works
which are successfully fitted into the visual thoughts of the 20" century, particularly in the period immediately after the WW2.
The fact that the Croatian Modernism has been socially institutionalized in the middle of 19" century by the civil sponsorship
of J.J.Strosmajer and Isidor Krsnjavi and has continued to constitute with a more contemporary and more liberal incentive of
the artistic activities, undeniably contributed to the continuity of the cultural development so apparent in the artistic works in
the environment.

The artists that are presented in this collection are performing their visual and esthetic considerations, but what is common
for all of them, are their motives that are subjects of their visual transcription and cherishing of homogenous artistic interests
or identical attitude towards what is the role of the arts in the 20" century.

Thanks to the works of early modernists (impressionists and fauvists), landscape painting is the subject of interests of the
Croatian authors of the older generation who cherish and treat consistently the issue of landscapism. All of them depict the
nature differently. While some of them remain followers of the academic realism (S.Tomerlin, S.Kovacic-Tajcevic), the others
use an emphasized free colorist expression (V.Svecnjak, S.Sohaj, V.Sokolic- Berbuc, J.Mise) and the insignia of the post
cubism. | would like to emphasize the significance of V.Gecan, who, thanks to his stay in New York during the thirties of the
last century, includes urban architecture topics in his paintings and in this collection he is presented by an aquarelle from
1932.

We see the still life as a motive in the works of significant Croatian representatives of older generation: Z.Sulentic and
A.Motika. Sulentic liberates the motive from all unimportant things, looking for the substance of the shape and color, and
Motika with his firm rhythm and drawing insists on the symmetry of the composition and geometrizing the forms.




We see the intimistic poetical treatment of the interior setting in the works of the famous Croatian painter and theoretician
Lj.Babic, who is presented with a work of his mature creative period.

In this collection there are authors too whose works are oriented toward the figuration with phantasmagoric and surrealistic
vision. All these can be seen in the works of O.Herman, J.Vasilije, M.Stancic, F.Dolenec, Lj.Sibenik, N.K.Kurtovic,
V.Nevjestic, and M.Frankovic.

The art school in the village of Hlebine and the emerging of the naive art whose beginnings date back in the thirties of the
last century contributed most of all to the affirmation of the Croatian fine arts abroad.

The most meritorious artists for development and affirmation of this art are K.Hegedusic and |.Generalic, the latter gathering
self-made popular painters to express spontaneously their creative drives, painting on glass, wood and canvas. Influenced
by historical motives, |.Generalic paints his “Kosovo Girl” which is one of his most important works, and given as a present
to the Museum of Contemporary art in 1964. This masterpiece of the naive arts is followed by the paintings of |.Rabuzin,
S.Stolnik, I. Lackovic, F.Vujcec, B.Maksimovic, the sculptures of P.Smajic and the painting “Optimists” by K.Hegedusic.

A particular place in this collection is occupied by the works of K.Hegedusic, well known for his activity in Hlebine School and
for establishing the progressive fine arts group The Earth (1929), the first declared programme bearer of the engaged art in
ex-Yugoslavia. His two works (Spring at the junkyard and The Three from Hamburg), property of the Museum, are painted in
the context of social and engaged art.

One can see engagedness in the painting of Lj.Ivancic and the sculpture of V.Radaus, who is an author that transfer a
moment of the tragic fate of a Croatian artist by the means of bizarre and strong expression.

In the sculptures there is a particular interest of the authors in human figure, especially in female body. This fact is confirmed
by the works of K.A.Radovani and J.Poljan. While Radovani models round shapes with abstract details and emphasizes the
beauty of the body, in the small (tiny) plastic works of J.Poljan we see female figure with elongated shapes and gracious
posture.

The only sculpture portrait at this exhibition is that of A.Augustincic, the most significant sculptor of psychological portraits in
the Croatian sculpture.

There is a clear deviation from the traditional figurative expression visible in the styled and grotesque image of human figures
in the sculptures of |.Kozaric and B.Ruzic (Cesanne), while |.Sabolic styling the female figure to the maximum enters the
domain of minimalism. In the sculptures of J.Diminic, the form is sublimated to the elementary organic signs and symbols
with erotic allusions of the colors used (red, green, and purple).

The most distinguished one among the sculptors of non figurative esthetic expression is D.Djamonja. His work created of
densely welded nails is from the period when he was interested in sheer volume in space and time.

At the end of fifties and beginning of sixties, some Croatian authors show partial liberation from the description of nature. In
our Museum collection this is obvious in the works of M.Tartalja, |. Vojvodic, F.Simunovic, and O.Gliha. Their artistic signature
approaches to the abstraction through the abstractly organized composition, but the allusion of the littoral landscape is still
remarkable. In the work of Z.Prica we see recognizable, abstract and associative forms with rich coloring and large scale

of playful shades same as in the painting of B.Baretic, but the latter paints with carefully shaded and serene grey-blue and
black- brown tones of the painted parties.
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There are representatives of abstract poetics in this collection too. Besides S.Binicki and M.Berbuc, there are authors, whose
works tend to abstract logics, hinting to the geometrical abstraction, such as |.Gatin, F.Kulmer and E. Murtic who underline
their I'art informel procedure. In his work, E. Murtic, besides the elements of action painting, achieves relief shape and
plasticity in the dense layers during processing the structure that is a feature of I'art informel.

Although F.Kulmer in his work attempts to underline the structure of the material through accumulating dark brown and black
layers of color, applying at the same time in the color tissue plastic materials, yet the most important are the pictorial values
of the painting. But this is not the case with |.Gatin, the most consistent informel artist of the Croatian painting. He intervenes
with natural materials (wire, colored plastic, sand) over a coarse black ground, confirming his determination for the I'art
informel expression.

European post war geometrism i.e. the artistic phenomena of the sixties of he last century, following the line of the tradition
of early geometrical abstraction, historical constructivism and concretism between two World Wars, is associated with the
Croatian group Exat 51 in Zagreb(1950-1956), which played a significant role in Croatian and ex-Yugoslav art in extending
artistic liberties. In our collection there are several works of the artists from this group (Richter and A.Srnec) and the authors
who became their followers later on. In the works of A.Srnec, J.Dobrovic and M.Sutej an illusion of three dimensional
voluminosity by means of concentration of primary geometrical form is created, which is suggested by a kind of central and
distorted prospective containing a sheer abstract optical reference. V.Richter, besides keeping square form, creates optical
movement by joining miniature metal cubes. And the author, to conclude my textual presentation of the exhibition is B.Bucan,
who has left a significant trace in the seventies of the last century, not only home but abroad too with his researches in
various space and plastic media, in forming posters and in applied graphic.

This type of exhibition remind us of the events on the visual arts stage in the second half of the last century in certain places
and the humanitarian reactions of the artist during troublesome times, but they also point out the beauty of the open borders,
when there was an information and contacts exchange even without computer technology, all for the sake of art and quality
of life.
