The Multidimensional Worlds of Monika Desoska open multidimensional ways of transcription, exemplification and
visually-critical perception of her last research. This project, as those before, is a multimedia project, i.e. it has sev-
eral mediums of expression. It contains its own visual segment whose space plasticity is supplemented with an am-
bience through light effects, and a sound segment whose “monotone” pulsing rhythm — heart beat — contributes,
considerably, for the entire perception and experience of her aesthetic exegesis.

Desoska animates space with “bodies” that excite specific associations of cosmic constituents whose central or-
ganizing juxtaposes magic energy that apparently prompts “movement” of the same. The textured and chromatic
(bluish-golden) surface of the objects it self, expresses the painting and the visual discourse of her project. The
objects, them self, have an organic auspice, and spotting their “soft” plasticity with unequally ellipse , round, full or
empty, linear or voluminous, bodies even in a shape of infinity, “vibrate” and open new horizons and views. The
light installation that is in cohesion with the space installation, beside the emphasizing of the atmosphere of the
installation it self, it contributes to the non-bodily game —i.e. a rhythmic tracery is created on the walls, shaped by
the shadows of the bodies that repeat in a different foreshortening.

The sound isolation closes the cyclicity of the project, a heart beat that is rhythmic, mimetic and at the same time
monotonous, accents the organic dimension of the concept , creating a physical and mental “attack” of the recip-
ient, leaving a sense of a powerful polyvalent of the small and the great narrations, of the micro and macro worlds.

The visual and the audio senses register and send their sensations to the mind that rationally or irrationally cre-
ates over sensibility or causes metaphysical or transcendental empathies of the over bodily- universal and the
man’s-human. A space organism or organic universe, cohabitation of two such different, yet still similar and not
solved completely pulsations. '
