Its
selected representatives form the core of this exhibition, organized in the United States of America
for the celebration of the Days of the Macedonian Culture. This exhibition hosts those Macedonian
artists who, in their own way and through their own media, reflect the authentic values of the contem-
porary Macedonian life. S. Pavleski, A. Maznevski, J. Sumkovski, B. Manevski, Z. Vangeli, R. Ameti,
T. Adzievski, G. Nanevski are part of the artistic legacy that Macedonia is leaving for the future
generations, that will determine in a dignified manner, not only our attitude toward ourselves, but also
our attitude toward today's and tomorrow's world.

In this process, the pillar of all these events is the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Mace-
donia that acts as a powerful impetus of the cultural trends and a catalyst of all the values marked
with the sign MKD.

In his creative processes Adzievski successfully incorporates the classical
technique and materials (such as bronze, wood, stone), as well as the contern-
porary means (video, billboard photography, computer works). His exhibiting prac-
tice is noted in Belgrade, Zagreb, Sarajevo, Antalia, Graz, Nuremberg, Dresden,
Berlin, Manchester, Paris, Washington, New York, San Francisco, Venice, Los
Angeles, etc.
