The drawing is like thinking out loud, itis a reflective
thought and an attempt for that thought to be put into action. ... The drawing, being an imaginative process, is a product, an object
capable of changing the responses, even the reactions and the characteristics of the very mind that has created that drawing. ..

Natasa Andonova’s drawings do not call us... They symbolize a silent, visual diary of the personalities, of the moments, of the
objects. .. of the artist’s intimate world and the tranquility of her everyday life, her closest family...

Putting in writing (a number of times) the specific poetics of Natasa Andonova’s drawing, as primary modus of the creative
expression of hers, | would like to place emphasis on her consistency in the process of gravitating towards the media called
drawing, as well as on her ability to analyze the constantly quiet and non-intrusive transformation of the classical motive
(portrait and still life).

The selection of the drawing as a fundamental media of transmitting the artist’s idea, results from the basic technical character-
istics of this “tool” which enables direct interaction of the idea and the media, such as: spontaneity, adumbration, thoroughness,
intimacy, naturalness, velocity in drafting new ideas and visions.... Exactly that direct procedure of noting and the velocity in
creating the drawing, emphasizes and spontaneously links itself to the significance of the everyday moment, its intimacy and
transience. In this respect, even the artist herself explains the need for the personal diary to be expressed through the drawing
as“a need to interpret the everyday routines and the personal space’” It is an exceptional activity which, just through a single
mimetic sincerity of the line, narrates stories of the most enjoyable moments of our life (in this specific case the domestic atmo-
sphere, the tranquility of the home).

The actual working and creating process is what matters to Natasa Andonova; or, to be more specific, the drawing resulting
from the very act of drawing as a direct and personal expression, feature, trace... The selection of compositional solutions, as
well as different points of views of same fragments in reality is, by no means, a result of the working experience on films. The
story board solutions are being noticeable in the mode of framing, sequencing, repetitiveness, multiplication.

Today, the drawing acquires new energy from vast number of the mass media photographs. The feature that Natasa Andonova
is distinguished by from the younger generation of Macedonian artists, who have, in fact, actualized the drawing media in the
last decade, is the appreciation of the drawing as an autonomous work of art. Its primary creative moments, such as the lyricism
of the coal on paper technique, as well as the return to the simplicity and the classical elements of the fine art, have not been
left purely at the level of coincidence.
