





Metody Angelov's MA exhibition represents a
complex project with several possible levels of
interpretation. Its complexity stems from the way
the problem is understood, interpreted and
presented. The interest for delving into extra-
historical categories (the temporal, the non-
material), the super-organic, the merging of two
realities (in the representations of hybrids) is
present in his previous projects, as well; this latest
project is a summing up, or rather a continuation
o f a e Y.el e .
The idea is developed around art's function as a
means of fulfilling abstract principles (phantasms,
desires, beauty...), i.e. the needs of a subject
suffering from poliomyelitis. To this ethical
dimension of the project, the social moment is
added, i.e. conveying the message of persons
with special needs to the others in society.
The medium that Metody uses as a starting point
for conveying the message is analogue
photography. The ultimate goal - digital
reconstruction of the real materiality, virtual
representation or a metaphor that stands for a
had-it-not-been situation - is accomplished in
several ways: by digitalizing the picture, through
digital reconstruction based on the existing
physiognomy of the subject, digital anatomic
reconstruction... Still, the possibilities are
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
