CULTURAL IDENTITIES AND CULTURAL GLOBALISM

The questions about the cultural identities and the relevancy of cultural

~ globalism have always been a very important issue in the culture and culturological
sciences. According to this discourse the international workshops, with clear idea for
their aim and with prolific approach, such as the Art colony Galichnik, have
confirmed the “universality” of the art language, in the same time offering a platform
for appreciation of the cultural differences. The space in a region required for the
sense of belonging could best be accomplished through the knowledge of, and inter-
action between, peoples with differing cultural and historical backgrounds. It is not
necessary or desirable for any region to become a homogenous unit, but that is
necessary for cultures to be allowed the room and confidence to grow and develop
and maintain their special identities while taking an active part in a fast moving
world.

So, that is why “Cultural Identities and Cultural Globalism” is the uniting title
of the exhibition of the last two sessions of the Art colony Galichnik 2005-2006,
which have proved the believe in importance of such art dialogue and exchange of
cultures, knowledge and experiences.

Through the works of the proposed 18 artists, you can notify the difference in
the cultural heritage of the artists coming from different cultural backgrounds, but as
well, you can follow their netting in a sense of idea, sensibility and the metaphysical
influence of the magnificent surrounding.

The exhibition will display over 30 artworks, created in different art Medias,
beginning with the more classical one — paintings, sculptures, through installations
and video-art works. In almost any of the work the link between the local and the
global can be identified.

When I accepted the task of capturing the essence of the 17th Galicnik Art Colony
in words it was with a mixture of both delight and trepidation. From the perspective of
cultural and creative industry, Art Colony Galicnik presents the narrator with a simple task;
to characterise the spirit of internationalism and creative discourse in the context of an
ethnically diverse and ethically sound event. An event formed by both history and, of
course, by the prophetic vision of its founders many years ago. An event founded on labour
and imagination, though not necessarily in equal measure.

But here the simplicity ends. The lived experience of being a participant in the
Galicnik Art Colony transcends critical commentary and literal depiction. The encounter
with nature, the weather, with the cobalt and silver pincushion of the night sky, with other
artists as luminous in intellect as Ursa Major, with hospitality, with kindness and cuisine,
defy methodical account.

As a participant the experience is encapsulating, and surprisingly, for a collection of
artists assembled from across continents, the barrier of spoken language is insignificant.
Ideas are communicated and shared through words, through pictures, in gestures and then
sorted through the filter of polyglot vocabularies.

Making art at the Galicnik Art Residence is really hard. It is hard as there are no
distractions from engagement with oneself and ones own creative practice. A killing ground
with no place to hide and no excuses, no obstacles to circumnavigate except those that the
artists create for themselves. For this reason, for the faint-hearted artist, Art Colony Galic-
nik is a purgatory masquerading as an idyll.

Making art at the Galicnik Art Residence is really easy, if you can’t find your love
for life here, you won’t find it anywhere. If you don’t breathe the elixir of the fresh morn-
ing air and want to celebrate then don’t go. The value of making work, of drawing at will,
of talking with whomever, of sharing a brush or chisel or moment of silence in front of the
work is inestimable.

At the Galicnik Art Residence, artists endured toil, sweat and tears, but they also
shared laughter and love and a memorable and unique set of discourses around contempo-
rary art making. Some of the products are in this exhibition, but many are carried forever in
the memories and hearts of those involved and could never be exhibited.

Thanks must go to the organisers for engineering something beyond a cultural event and
more akin to a life changing experience. The artists are eternally grateful for the opportu-

nity.
