Dimitar Vitkov is an artist who prefers silence
to words. It is hard to make him speak - no matter
whether about his paintings or himself. I usually see
him like that: silent and absorbed in thoughts amidst
the smoke of immutable cigarette, present in the room
and yet not entirely.... Afterwards the vision of his
painting comes - a peaceful silence beyond which
one finds unexpected voices and sounds.

To understand the Dimitar Vitkov's art of paint-
ing may be we have to accept a similar distance from
the noisy and chattering world, to share it by our
own individual way. It is his art that opens the spaces
of another reality - that of brushes and colours and
makes understandable his otherwise silent
landscapes.Their world absorbs us all of a sudden,
transforms us in a little part of the streets of the
small sea town, of the muteness of the old house or
the whisper of the grass. Once achieved this the art-
ist boldly guide us and tells us ...

Loyal to the classic understanding of the paint-
ings, the landscape to him is a condition above all.
The comprehensive character of the nature gener-
ously rewards the artist who on his part has a heart
and eyes for it. And he, touched by the nature’s har-
monic rhythm, transforms every inanimate object in
a vibrating peace of living matter. The canvass ceases
to be a two-dimensional plain upon which soft gentle
scales of delicate hues and complicated sounds al-
ternate. The real object without physical boundaries
and being abstract, obtains a new and flexible state.
Thus the artist discovers the power of persuasion in
the eternal energy of each single particle and in the
sense of its existence. Then beyond the silence, be-
yond the story of the deserted house or the memory
of the steps along the lonely coast, we will be able to
perceive the unperceivable - the human presence
left behind.
