It was August 1964, when they came to Strumica
from all parts of Yugoslavia. They looked rather
strangely for the people of Strumica. Put on colouful
clothes they were walking and talking happily and
loudly whose gayely noise turned everybody's attan-
tion. Passers-by looked at them with ambiguity they
turned their heads towards them and asked them-
selves: Who are those unusual human beings and
what are they looking for down in this small sou-
thern place?”

Cne morning in August, they started to retell sto-
ries which came out of their hearts to say everything
which was to be found deep in their souls.

They walked round everywhere, along the naroow
streets of the old town of Strumica, down in the
field where they met with various fruits and crops,
and thry were suprised by the wanderful Strumica
climate. Then they withdrew in their atheliers where
there was only silence, Only the sharp smell of co-
lours and terpentine filled the rooms and, at the
same time ,it showed that something new has been
creating which Strumica has missed it up to now.
But in the evening, when the sun was going down
and the dark night came in stead they used to re-
turn to their usual night’s life. They gathered to
one place and again they started singing songs and
smiling, too. Nearly everyday was cheerful. So they
spent twenty days in the month of August in Stru-
mica.

This is the way how the Strumica Plastic Art Co-
lony started its life and that is what i remember
the year 1964.

... August 1965. The second year of the Colony.
Martin Hegedusi¢ was partaker to the Colony. He
did such and artistic work which left impressions
on us never to be forgotten. Coming down to Stru-
mica he excitedly told us that he had seen a father
with two small children leaving his home out of
the flooded region of the river of Sava. In this
“everyday” theme he wanted to show “A universal
thing” of a human stepping in his life. I thought and
asked myself: “Are floods not enough for the life
of today’s humanuty?. ..

... In the midle of August 1967 the Plastic Art
Colony of Strumica moved by the Lake of Doiran,

... It is a hot day. Everything alive is in the water,
but our guest did not want to swim. They went on
working in the shade under the trees and in the
rooms upsairs in the hotel. The wonderful beauty of
the town of Doiran, the Lake of Doiran and the sky
above them impresed the painters very much. The
southern shinning sky found .a place in their paint-
ings. I have been thinking but the answer is hard to
be found. I wounder if the Doiran lake has got any
sceret power, or the beauty of the Lake is under-
standable only for the painter’s eye and sesible for
their soul, too... We are lucky to have such a good
painters. By the shinning water of the lake.

... August 1969.

This year we have bigger responsibility in front of
us. The Plastic Art Colony of Strumica enlarged its
circle of the working sphere.

It became international. To tell you the truth we
were afraid a little whether the painters from dif-
ferent countries, from sychological point of view,
will find a common language. But the fright we had
before disappeared, at once as soon as all the pain-
ters got closer in a group. The spiritual friendship
was noticable as early as the first day. They have
one common language, just one language, it is the
language of painting and art. They have come from
all round the world and in the name of the only
godess — Art to do their job painting on diferent
themes. Right from the beginning we were so afraid
whether we should do our job properly as a good
host.

... August 1972.

We have been working much today. During the
supper somebody said that never and nohwere had
ever seen so beautiful sunrise in the morning, like
here in Strumica. So there was sugestion to see and
enjoy the sunrise, but in order to spend the night
till morning we need Mastika, another one says...
so we did it that night and saw the sunrise.

That quiet night in August will be unforgettable
for all of us. Songs were sung in diferent languages.
I convinced that the songs is sweeter sung as night.
We were setting up all the night. We were setting
round and watching and only watching. The moun-
tain of Belasica shone glittering above us in purple
light. Lower the sky began to burn like in a big
flame. Numberless nosy sounds began spreading
when the red circle of the sun began to rise over
the sun.

Unforgetable suirise. Nobody went to bet but in
stead every painter started painting even continuing
during the daylight.

... August 1973. Today we shall do see-sighting of
the old monasteries, “Saint Leontie” in Vodo¢a and
“Saint Eleusa — the Godess” in the lillage of Veljusa
world’s famous historical monuments and cultural
places. The priest silently and who knows how many
times he told the same well-learnt story. Suddenly
all at once, Ian Tison, professor of the London
Plastic Art Academy turned to me. His face had
redish colour when follen in thoughts and in low
voice whispered something to me in Italien...” Mol-
to bene... which in English meant very, very good.”
Such sight-seeing of old monuments is worth. In this
way we live the life, I mean enjoy the life and and
become close friends. So to our guests we can pre-
present the works of early art creators ie. our pre-
dicessors. Our artistic activity is a good human bridge
of mutual understanding and friendship...

... August 1974.

The first days painting in the Colony passed so
we made up our minds to go on one day’s picnir
to the Lake of Doiran. Among the painters is Milié¢
from Mac¢va. He is accompanied by his father Ra-

dovan, too. They arrived yesterday. I told the legend
about the Lake of of Doiran. It is a wonderful le-
gend. It is a legend of a young Lady called Doirana
who forgot the twelve springs.

He was a bit impatient and told us that he was
going back to Strumica. He whispered a few words:
“A day should not pass by without putting a brush
of colour on the canvas”.

The next day the legend I had told him painted on
a larger canvas. The young lady was stepping over
the springs which look like large springs painted in
lovely colours on the eanvas.

Today is August 2nd. The radio sets are on aloud.
Ilinden songs, partisan songs and revolutionary songs
are coming out of the open windows. Flags are
everywhere. Some of the guests know the cause of
it, but others do not and we explain to them what
that day means to us.

We are having a rest and talking in the hall. We
ask them to try a drop of mastica or have a cup of
coffee. Someone said: Come on ,try our “awaite one”,
it cures nine diseases. All at once a laugh followed
and all sustentation disappeared...

... August 1983. They are coming again from all
round the world. Runa, Robert, Kole, Radovan, Kris-
tina, Pamen, Mihail... There Mazev is coming, too.
He is coming in rushing like wind, his hair looks
like the bushes, but with his face smiling. He spre-
ads his arms to say hallo ,as if he wanted to greet
us, at once. Then he whispered a sentence for a
joke “I am going to use all the colours you have;
this is the way of my painting”. I look at him, but
in the mean time, a few words were passed by Ev-
tusenko, something that I had read it before: The
Artistic pictureis a celebration of colour”. Then I
said to myself: “We are going to have a lot of
fun”... Tane, eas usual, is quiet. I ask myself whe-
ther he is going to work in full power, of course he
will work, he is a hard-working painter. Well I do
not see him now, but he surely has gone into the
field to pick up some sunflowers and then take out
the seeds...

Under Hrisina’s hand on the canvas there appear
and rise a very very old story. It is the eternal
story of life and death. The story is told by means
of the colour and the brush and her talent as a real
master of painting.

JaSar is moving round. Out of his pipe rise clouds
of smoke. All the rooms round smell to riental to-
bacco. Portraits, portraits... I wonder how many
he is going to do. He is a real master of them. “Nas’l
be” — I ask him. “Good” ..., he answers in Mace-
donian. “I am all right” he said adding. Then again
added: “If you call me again, I shall come running”.
August 5nd. The hot sun shines outside. It is peace-
ful in the University. The painters are back to work
in their “ateliers”. All round the working places
(classroom, haals, offices, terraces...) sharp smell of
oil colours, terpentine, dissolution...

I see these people who
have come from different parts, painting on their
canvases of which new worlds are turning out, some
brought with them some experienced here.

We
are standing mute in front of them. What are those
thoughts or fortune-tellers who order their artistic
hands to transver on canvas that what is in them.
Not being seen I looked at the colleagues. I saw che-
reful faces.
So this summer has given us good crop. The night
we were all together but the next day departure
followed.
Arivedershi, goodbye, dosvidania, adio, doviduvanje
Sal’klarlen, Josos...
Our frend has gone. The forigners via Ohrid and
Skopje. They have gone, but they have left behind
their best what they could do. I hope that day have
gone with a little fuplight, love, and good-herated-
ness of our people. I hope so, because all of them
told us we were gool hosts.
So 20 years have passed. They came to the Colony
as strangers, left as close friends. They left behind
their artistic fruits, I mean to the paintings. The
town of Strumica, the people of without them. But
on the other side the town itself would not be so
nice without their artistic works.
... Leaving home from Strumica our guests — pa-
inters never say “Goodbye” but see you again, may
be, next year. Their departure is always warm and
friendly.

It is certain that in the evolution of contemporary
fine art, the art colonies developed into specific cul-
tural institutions. The affirmation of creative art
through joint living and work fulfilled the empti-
ness in the artistic sector.

When the individual artist enteres the art colony,
as in any new cultural mean, there is a demand
placed upon the author to adapt to the mean via
his art expression. Because of the great number of
participants in the artistic sector, the local color,
the environment of the city, the life in the stu-
dios and particularly the landscape of the en-
vironment, unvoidably find a place in the artist’s
creative work and they show a powerful and
an inspirational stimulus. The presence of the
authors themeselves, from the country and abroad,
enable greater amounts of information for the arti-
stic environment in their home land. Participation
in the artistic colony significantly influences the
artists. The creative sincerity of the participiants
is the nexus which joints the artists.

The oldest works of this collection that will be pre-
sented to Skopje’s cultured public belong to the
naive art. Among these numerous works that will
be exhibited included will be: self — taught artisis,
particularly are emphesized: Ivan Generalich (the
leading person of Yugoslav Naive Art) with his
work: “From My Hill” (an idyllic village landscape)
and Macedonian painter Vangel Naumovski presen-
ted with two works: “Heart and Biljanini Wells”
(showing [fantastic biomorphic floodable scenes). In
the sculpture presentation, the naive sincerity is
present in Martin Hegedushich work: The Four
Year Seasons”, Popovich Cvijo “Running Away”,
Generalich Matija” The Wife is Washing Her Hus-
band” and many others. In 1967 the Colony from
naive painters changed to Art Colony of Yugoslav
significance and in 1969. further ivolved to an Inter-
national Art Colony bringing a new art quality. The
wealth of the collection gradualy increased from he-
terogenous aesthetic art determinations to real and
figurative and finaly to abstract art.

The abstract art and its different variations-the
art of dynamic free expression separated from con-
crete expression, the insistance upon visual sensi-
tivity is met in the earliest work of Bozidar Damja-
novski (Field, 1971) He recalls a remembrance of na-
ture through his expressive brush strokes. The ex-
pressive abstract architectonics can be found in the
work of Ivanov Nikola “Landscape I”. The merging
of geometric forms and the correlation of very stri-
king and lucid colors is evident in Hernandes Mari-
no paintings. The variation of lyrical and geomet-
rical abstraction is seen in Matevski Goko’s work
“The New Period”. The Enformel realm there is a
pastyness that is present in a work of Aleksandar
Ristevski’s titled “Heat”, in Mario Teleri's “Compo-
sition II” and in other works.

The Op-art can be found in the work “Acantus’”.
1973 by the English artist Denis Bowen. He introdu-

glttering, fluorescent colors which reached optical
and other effects.

Drawing from past artistic trends of the xxth cen-
tury (Expressionism, Fauvism, Cubism, Dadaism and
Surrealism, new figurative expression appeared in
the 1970. This new expression shawed an emotional
portraying life and difficult subjects of the present
This emotional involvement was termed expressive
figuration, New Figuration, Hyper Realisam and
other. These new trends influenced the Colony. Pain-
ted in tis new spirti are the following works: the
explosively dynamic painting of Petar Mazev: “Pa-
inting I7, and these trends can also be found in
Robert Terind’s works, Gligor Chemerski’s “Compo-
sition” with its grotesque caricatures. The gradual
disappearance of the figure in an abstract expressio-
nistic background can be found in the work “Port-
rait” by Hipolito Piorno from Spain, and in the pa-
inting titled “Nun” by Ana Temkova. Also included
is the painting “Project for the Future” by Nove Fra-
ngovski sketched in flat surface and not confined to
any details.

Surrealism as an art direction turned toward legends
and history. This can be seen in the works of Vasko
Tashkovski and Milich Stankovich. Hyper Realisam
as a reaction to abstract art is represented only in a
few works such as: Tanas Lulovski and Cagas Irak-
lis works.

Eventhough the International Art Colony of Strumit-
sa is mainly a painting colony, there were periods
when a few sculptural works were created. The gyp-
sum figure “The Pit” by Dimo Todorovski (a leader
in Macedonian sculpture) is done with expressional
characteristics and in the slightly expressive defor-
med parts in the sculpture of Boro Mitrikeski. There
are geometricaly stylized surfaces in the works of
Branko Koneski and Khalid Samid from Iraq. The
interest in primitive art is seen in the totemically-
symbolical transpositions in Vasko Vasilevski's wor-
ks. The objects, as a new art discipline can be found
in Henes Maer’'s works.

In the context of the contemporary art trends, we
should mention the first interventions in space by
the painters-participants at the Colony, in 1975: the
works of the Greek artist Dimitry Alithunos, the Ita-
lian painter Pina Scognamilio and the three joint
paintings by the participants at the colony in 1970.
In selecting a work from the fund of the Colony,
the sponsors of the exhibition took in consideration
the following wvariables:

— the work that best represented the entire colony
which would evolve in a permanent collection in
a future Art Gallery.

— The spacial limitations of the Art Gallery “Daut
Pashin Hamam”

— The aesthetic art trends in the period of the Co-
lony formation until 1985, in Yugoslavia and in the
world, that left an impact on the fund of the colony.

Among them the most
immporttant are: The Medallion of the Assocaiation
of Yugoslav Fine Artists, the Charter of Culture in
Republical Self Managing Council, and the Award
“11th of October” in 1973 from the city of Strumitsa.
