VANGEL KOJOMAN 1904-1994

Vangel Kojoman belongs to the group of establishers of
Macedonian modern art, together with D.Pandiloy, L.Licenoski,
N.Martinoski, T.Vladimirski, L.Belogaski, V.Popovich-Cico and
the sculptor D.Todorovski. Each of them had his own vision of
the nature and the world, but together they played a pioneer-
ing role at the beginning of the 20-th century in the establish-
ment of modern Macedonian art.

The fine-art legacy of Kojoman is consisted of about
2.500 paintings, done in different technics: oil, water colors,
pastel, tempera, mosaic etc. The half a century long creative
work may be divided into two long periods - the first one that
started before the war and lasted until the fifth decade of the
20-th century, with paintings of academic realism and
postmodernism; and the second period, starting in the fifties
and lasting upto the nineties is characterized with pariticular
coloristic expressionism and also with certain features of wild
expressionism.

The thematic determination of Vangel Kojoman is het-
erogeneous. He paintes nudes, portraits, still life, landscapes,
paintings of social themes etc. Kojoman works on thematic
cicles too - The Old Downtown of Skopje, The Earthquake in
Skopje in 1963 and others. The works of this painter also show
a permanent search for the classical values of painting, and
also for balance between shape and color. The critics have
said about his works that "they are of pure static type" alike
the works of Licenovski. Actually, his paintings are works of
abundant, exclusive coloring and deep sensual appeal.

Landscape dominates the works of Kojoran, especially
his homeland, "recognizable by their coloristic expression, by
the specific organization of the composition". Some of these
works are with anthological value for Maceodnian modern
painting - "Canoe | and II" from 1940, "Corn" from 1946, "Mo-
tive from the Prilep Area" from 1956, and some other works.

The drawing, in various shapes, appears throughout the
entire creative time of this painter. Kojoman has done a lot of
drawings, especially female nudes which show his well adopted
academic knowledge. After graduating the Art School in
Belgrade, he made a lot of aquarelles with a precise and clear
manner, with unusual discrete shades, airy and refined.

Vangel Kojoman is first of all a painter of the Macedonian
region, a painter of landscapes and portraits. Brsides the fam-
ily portraits, he portrayed some of his friends and persons of
historic importance. At the beginning, he works his portraits in
a calm academic manner, but later he develops a more inten-
sive coloring. In his portraits, he manages to emphasize the
psychological and social features rather than modeling a cer-
tain physiognomy. His best results are achieved in painting
without direct posing, the way it is done in the following paint-
ings: Night Watchman, The Ohrid Ranger, The Retired Man.

In still lives, Kojoman often uses ethno-folklore elements
of our environment with a successful composition, and the
volume is achieved by a three-dimesional display.

Vangel Kojoman has also done lots of works with motifs
of the old architecture and the old handicrafts, compositions
of empasized drawing and specific coloring of intensive ef-
fect. These works are of great fine-art, historic and documen-
tary importance.

The several fine-art treatments of Kojoman are also
wellknown. They are done with direct influence of the
Macedonian folklore and ethography and are situated in the
interiors of the Biser Hotel in Struga and the forme Yugobanka
in Skopje (decorative mosaics).

Being the first higly educated pedagogue, he played a
very important role in our cultural life. As a long time fine-art
professor, Kojoman is a winner of a great number of recogni-
tions in this area.

The half a century long work of Vangel Kojoman means
a great contribution to the modernizing of Macedonian fine
art.

BIOGRAPHY

Vangel Kojoman was born on 14-th February 1904 in Struga,
and died on August 28-th 1994 in Skopje. He finished art school in
Belgrade, 1930, at professors Vukanovich, lvanovich and
Milovanovich. He worked as a fine-art teatcher in Ohrid, Belgrade
and Skopje. In the time period of 1955-1956, he spent a four months
studing stay in Paris. He vas a teacher at the Pedagogy Akademy in
Skopje until 1972.

In 1975 he was elected a corresponding memeber of the
Macedonian Academy of Science and Art. He became a regular mem-
ber of the Academy in 1981.

In his birth - place, Struga, a Memorial House - was opened with
a constant fine-art display, in 1974.

Vangel Kojoman started to participate the exhibitions of the So-
ciety of Fine artists of Macedonia in1941, in Skopje and other cities of
former Yugoslavia.
