The photographs of Ron Haviv from the conflict
in Former Yugoslavia stands out as a unique
record of the conflict, from it's beginnings in
1991 to the present-day start-up of hostilities in
Macedonia. Not only are they a powerful
testimony of the suffering of the Balkan people,
but their importance is also historical.

In "Blood and Honey", Ron Haviv includes
images of peace as well as war, capturing at the
same time the daily lives of the Croatian
Serbian, Albanian, Slovenian and Bosnian
people. These photographs bridge the gap
between what the west ha commonly witnessed
of the war in the Balkans, soldiers and refugees,
with the stark but dignified reality of everyday
life during the conflict and in its aftermath.

Ron Haviv was witness to events large and small:
present during the assault on Sarajevo, in
Vukovar after it's defeat by the Serbs, the release
of Nelson Mendela, the fall of the Berlin Wall,
cocain wars in Columbia, the Gulf War, refugees
in Rwanda...

He is one of the first photojournalists to cover
the civil war in Yugoslavia and his book "Blood
and Honey" is a haunting record of that
genocidal madness and its desolate aftermath.

Today, as a contract photographer for
Newsweek, Haviv continues to travel to the
world's hotspots. For his superb he has received
several World Press awards and Picture of the
year awards, an Overseas Press Club award and
the Leica Medal of Excellence.
