RODOLJUB ANASTASOV, painter, Professor of painting in the Academy of Fine Art, Skopje, one-time political prisoner on the island
of Goli Otok, was born in 1935 in Skopje, Macedonia. He graduated from the Belgrade Academy of Fine Art. He is a member of the Associa-
tion of Artists of Macedonia. He was a member of the Junij international group for five years. He was a member of the Senate of the Ss Cyril
and Methodius University, Skopje, for four years.

He has devoted his life to the art of painting, and his second calling, since 1968, has been teaching art.

So far he has had 24 solo exhibitions: four in Skopje; two in Novi Sad, Yugoslavia; two in Paris, France; Ljubljana and Maribor, Slove-
nia; Belgrade and Zrenjanin, Yugoslavia; Sarajevo, Tuzla and Mostar, Bosnia-Herzegovina; Zagreb, Porec, Buzet, Rovinj, Labin, Pazin and
Pula, Croatia; Prilep, Macedonia; and Sofia, Bulgaria.

He has taken part in approximately four hundred exhibitions in Macedonia and around the world. Here are some of the more impor-
tant: Mediterranean Biennial (twice), Alexandria, Egypt; World Triennial, New Delhi, India; International Exhibition of Original Drawing (five
times), Rijeka, Croatia; Triennial of Yugoslav Fine Art (three times), Belgrade, Yugoslavia; Committed Art in Yugoslavia 1919-1969, Slovenj
Gradec, Slovenia; Quadrennial of Yugoslav Portrait (four times), Tuzla (Bosnia-Herzegovina); Balkan Biennial, Bucharest, Romania; Biennial
of Yugoslav Watercolour (four times), Karlovac, Croatia; 20th Century Yugoslav Art — Yugoslav Painting of the Sixth Decade, Belgrade,
Yugoslavia; International Triennial of Drawing, Nuremberg, Germany; and Edinburgh Festival, Edinburgh, United Kingdom.

His works have been exhibited around the world, including: Beirut, Damascus, Ferrara, Baghdad, Istanbul, Tripoli, Ankara, Cairo (2),
Paris (4), Nimes, Chelles, Coventry, Piatra-Neamt, Rome (2), Jassy, Ulan Bator, Graz (2), Helsinki, Aalborg, Oslo, Heinaku, Dublin, Edinburgh,
Lancashire, Athens, Glasgow, Peking (2), Belfast, Bradford, Yinan, Wroclaw, Toulon, Nanking, Nicosia (2), Warsaw, Eindhoven, Bucharest (2),
Lisbon, Evora, Stuttgart, Porto, Le Sain-sur-Mer, Coimbra, Ponta Delgada, Funchal, Salon-de-Provence, Tempi, Cologne, St. Quentin, Greens-
boro, Leverkusen, Valletta (2), Moscow, Richmond, Tokyo, Dusseldorf, Sofia and Newcastle.

He was awarded the Millennium 2000 Medallion of Honor by the American Biographical Institute as a person who has left a deep mark
in the development of the world's society.

He also received the Medallion of the Ss. Cyril and Methodius University, Skopje, on the occasion of its fiftieth jubilee, for special mer-
its.
