This exhibition of artistic photography, titled “Macedonian art in Sydney, through portraits”, by Ilia Uzunoski, presents a view of
Macedonian photography in the world.

The esthetic value of the exponents is presented in the specifics of the portrait. Each portrait has its own characteristics. The main theme
of the photographs is dominated with portraits, fashion photography and “free motives”. The model itself is a creation, the person as an
absent subject, and especially the selected secondary detail with its own functionality and specific scenic effects, lead us to the visual
narration of the artist.

The photographs are created in the spirit of thought-through concepts, with the application of traditional photographic techniques,
without the use of any photo manipulation systems. The most specific moment in the exhibition (which has a central compositional
presence) presents the angle of perception of the artist and the specific relationship of light and shadow. This portrays the whole
inventiveness of the artist.

In the photographs of Uzunoski, the concept of time as an individual term does not exist. They affix the moment of viewing, the needs
and wants in the world which present interdisciplinary relations towards the creator and motivator, one specific inter-space with
different interpretations.

The artistic photography of Uzunoski portrays fewer pretensions to communicate, it draws no conclusions and has a more subjective
character. Through these, the artist presents a form, via which to satisfy the need for explanations. This exhibition presents the artist’s
need to uplift the spiritual values of the Macedonian cultural authors in Sydney, which thought their work have left their traces in time.
