EN/ Akto is a regional festival for contemporary arts which includes visual arts, performing arts, music and theory of culture. The main objective of Akto Festival is to open the
cultural frameworks of a modern society through “recomposing” and redifining them in a new context. The programme of the festival is based on two concepts.

The first concept is space/location:
Locations have been transformed in terms of their previous meanings. The basic idea of the festival is art pieces to come out of the standard location ( galleries, museums, theatres)
used for presenting art, and their setting up in new location. Re-moving of the pieces into new location transforms the piece itself (according to the parameter space).

The second concept is the topic of the festival:
The topic of Akto_5 festival is Weddings.

EN/ The topic of this year’s fifth edition of AKTO, Weddings, has been chosen as part of a long lasting dramatics related to the previous three years: AKTO 3 Speed, AKTO 4
Generations, AKTO 5 Weddings. With Speed, we wanted to re-examine the relation between the speeds of two objects, with Generations - the responsibility between the two objects
and the Wedding is a round off of the previous two, through the merger of the two into a third object, that again is connected to the ancestral objects, or to the topic of Generations
and creating the responsibility, to be more precise. This year, the topic Weddings which is “unartistic” within its being, brings out the idea of inducing intellectual efficacy for the social
context throughout artistic actions themed by a sign-full, symbolic, popular theme (everyone has their own opinion about what is a wedding and how it's supposed to look).

The wedding for me personally is a metaphor about the merger of two bodies in one. Despite of the aspects of love as a key feature for a wedding, this metaphor carries within itself
the social context of the fusion of two meanings, ensembles, concepts and positions of power in a new object. There is a contrast between what is given to us as a meaning -

the wedding ceremony featuring previously given parameters, the social status and the motivation of the both sides to finally do it. This contrast is what creates the drama and the
conflict “why, should we and how we're supposed to organize a wedding?” All these reasons were our guidelines for choosing this topic of AKTO Festival.

EN/ AKTO Pavilion is actually a single point where various different festival programs unite (exhibitions, discussions, lectures, theatre plays and music). All this assembles a
complete dramatics of the festival’s program. The pavilion is located in the Officers' House.

The Officers’ House in Bitola was built in the remote year of 1912 by the local governments of the Ottoman Empire. The original idea was this construction to be used for celebrations,
receptions, galas and all kinds of festivities, but also to be a meeting place for the army and some kind of a fortress. As times and military occupations changed in our country, the
physiognomy and use of the Officers’'House changed too. The very first reconstruction was made in 1925 by the Serbian authorities and later, during the WW?2, it was used for organizing
ceremonies, officers’ balls and also as a restaurant. After the World War I, the building was in function by the Yugoslavian National Army and in those golden times for this construction,
all main events in town (consular and officers’ balls, prom dances, etc.) were held there. In these last years, this building is abandoned, empty and has no particular function. Its story of
joy ends with it serving as a film studio for the making of a popular Turkish TV show called “Farewell Rumely” - a story about the last years of the great Turkish Empire in Macedonia.

EN/Dragisha Nanevski was born in Pristina in 1942. In 1965 he graduated on the Faculty of Technology in Belgrade. He worked and pondered in Bitola all of his life.
During the 1980s and 1990s he was an eminent intellectual figure in the intellectual and artistic circles in Bitola. Thanks to loosing his job in the refrigerator factory, he
completely devoted himself to philosophy up until his death in 2007. For a short period of time he was a member of the Macedonian Philosophy Association. His home
library includes more than 10 000 book titles on philosophy, art and fiction. He died the Camu way in December, 2007, while driving the car he had a heart-attack some-
where on Pletvar on the Skopje-Bitola road. The next day, the book “The Will to Power” by Nietzsche was found on the table in his home, so it is thought that it was the
last thing he read.

Because of the great respect and significance of his “anonymous” presence in certain moments and serious discussions, as well as his importance for spreading of the
interdisciplinary way of thinking, from last year on, in his honor, AKTO Festival for contemporary arts decides to present the award of interdisciplinary achievements to an
artwork that took part in the festival and this award turned into a tradition.

E N/ The term “wedding”is very often put into a direct link with the terms “wedding” and “marriage”.

In its basic meaning, this term points to an event that has a special importance in the life of men and women that bring this crucial decision for institutionalization of their partners’
relationship. With this event in the form of public ceremony, ritual procession and fun banquets, the stepping into a marital community is celebrated. Its form and customs differ in
different cultures, but its content stayed untouched with centuries in the core. Besides the standard partition of a citizen and religious wedding (which are performed in front of a
marriage registrar and/or a priest, depending on people’s choice), the modernity brought new possibilities in the content of the marital communities: at least in a certain number of
countries stepping into same-sex marriages or forming partners’ unions that deviate from the traditional norms is allowed and legal.

Without any intention to question the propriety and the ethics of these types of rule deviations, the AKTO conference has a goal to focus on a public debate about the multi magni-
tude of this phenomenon, starting from the example of the wedding event (a sacrosanct event, especially in patriarchal environments like the Western Balkans).

HNU_ Reaserch studio for food, science and art reflects the bound between culinary skills, science and art through cooking and preparing food. To be more precise, it
investigates the parallel between the idea, the process and the piece itself. It asks the question about the connection between the recipe and the finishing taste. Is it
possible for every recipe to be turned into a good taste? Through this whole process, HNU tends to accent the importance of the responsibility for creating culinary pieces,
just like for artworks.

The first HNU action was held on April 27, 2006 in a private apartment on Partizanski Odredi Boulevard in Skopje. For the first time, a group of people gathered together
in order to taste the authentic recipes of few unprofessional cooks. The result was such a success, that up to now there have been over 30 HNU actions on different
locations in Skopje (CC Tocka, theatre center Letna Scena, Soho café, Sopotsko tavern, etc.), but also in Bitola (pub De Niro, Visage café, El Greko tavern and other
locations, as part of the second AKTO Festival edition), all organized by Pollux and AKTO Festival for contemporary art.

Architects, musicians, conceptual artists, philosophers, DJs, all of them took part in HNU so far. There’ve been cooks from countries from different parts of Europe, such
as Austria, France, England, ltaly, Croatia, Bulgaria, Serbia and Macedonia.

EN/String Forces is one of the most specific Macedonian bands that have appeared in the last 10 years on the Macedonian contemporary music scene. They are
known for their innovative and eclectic style, as for the musical but also for their video work. By now they have four studio albums, music for the TV movie Zavedeni
(Seduced) and numerous live performances throughout Macedonia and the Balkans.

The band was formed in 1995 in Skopje, with the idea to create music that will not be bound with the existing stylistic classification, neither according to the music nor
to the instruments used. The rest of the history can be roughly divided in three periods: formation of the band, featuring a search for own musical expression and creation
of the first album; chalgija — a traditional and urban musical form for which the band showed a lot interest; and the period starting from 2007 and up until today, when
the band started working on a completely new material. After two years of hard work and self-exploration, the latest album Reduction Ad Absurdum was born and
officially released on 17 November, 20009. It varies from ambient sounds to metal-like zones. String Forces are now a quartet (Aleksandra Mangarovska-Milicevic — vocal,
flute, metalophone; Dorian Jovanovic — Stick, electronics; Aleksandra Kuzman - violin; Lazar Darkovski — drums), although Paskal Krapovski (cello) and Aleksandar
Stojanov took part in the creation and in the recording.
