About the Workshop

Graphics as an artistic discipline may be the best indication that any art is
unique in its own right. Creating a genuine graphic work is a complex process,
which unites the author’s artistic affinities as well as technical preparedness.

In Macedonia, graphic art has the tradition going back for more than 80 years.
Nevertheless, in this period, it has experienced ups and downs even though a
number of prominent artists in Macedonia have practiced graphic art, besides
painting and sculpture, leaving behind really valuable works.

Itis the love to art and urge to reaffirm graphics as a very specific way of artistic
expression that were the main reasons for a shy but noble idea becoming
true in 2008. Actually, the Semenpeev family in Bogdanci who had cherished
graphic art for decades organised the first Sofija Graphic Workshop in 2008.
Since then, nine years in a row, the event has become a traditional one and
has turned into one of the recognisable artistic features of the small town in
the south of Macedonia.

The main motivation for its establishment and existence, above all, was the
wish to offer young and talented graphic artists and renowned and established
authors in this area, the conditions and place where they would be able to
gather, exchange experience and create art.

The Sofija Graphic Workshop is open over the year and the main session takes
place in late August and early September. At that time, Bogdanci turns into
a centre of graphic art in both Macedonia and the region given that authors
from all neighbouring countries take part in the workshop every year. In these
nine years of its existence, the workshop has seen the participation of about
150 graphic artists from Macedonia, Serbia, Croatia, Montenegro, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Slovenia, and Bulgaria, all leaving their own mark in the event.

It is of special importance that the workshop features all classic graphic art
techniques: letterpress, intaglio print, flat print and serigraphy. The working
programmes are adopted by the Graphic Workshop Council with Kostadin
Tancev — Dinka as the President, and Viktor Semenpeev, Danco K’'l¢ev, Janko
Temelkov, and Dragi Semenpeev — Cape as the members. The workshop, in
which young graphic artists and senior students of the undergraduate and



postgraduate students at the Graphic Department of Faculties of Fine Art proposed
by their home faculties, is managed by Viktor Semenpeev.

The creative - educational part is organised under the mentorship of renowned
graphic artists, university professors in the country and abroad with renowned
professors from fine art academies in Novi Sad, Belgrade, Zagreb, Sarajevo and
Skopje taking part in the workshop so far.

All activities during the graphic workshop take place in the premises of the Sofija
Printing Company. It is the place where, as rarely anywhere else in the region, the
preconditions for creation of graphic works in all techniques are provided. Final
exhibitions are organised at the exhibition area of the printing company after each
main session of the workshop. Furthermore, triennial meetings are held in Skopje
and other cities and towns in Macedonia presenting the works created during the
workshops to art admirers.

The Sofija Graphic Workshop is one of the kind in Macedonia and a rare one in the
world. Its non-intrusive and non-pretentious existence is an indicator that fine art
still lives here.
